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COMMUNICATION SKILLS - A PROFESSIONAL APPROACH

In everyday life, Communication
places a key role in shaping up the profes-
sional and personal growth. Communication
is an art and effective communication is a
skill, ltessentially means exchange of ideas,
opinions and convincing others of our view
points, The prominent words to be stressed
are ‘Exchange’ and ‘Convince’. An inter
personnel communication canremove many

| communication bottlenecks and bridges a

smooth communication process between a
professional and his client. To have a better
communication, the following points should
be followed.

I. VERBAL COMMUNICATION :

1). ACTIVE LISTENING : Most pro-
fessionals believe that they are good listen-
ers which itself is a misconception. Only a
few are. There is a lot of difference between
active listening and simply hearing and
mostly people just hear. The popular mis-
conceptionis “I already know about that” and
most of the pecple think they do not be
bothered with new information. Our minds
have spare time and the extra time is best
used to collect the new informatiort which we
can integrate with the one that we possess.
The bottom line of verbal communication is
‘speaking is an art; listening is a skill".
Hence itis essential to develop listening skill
to become an effective professional. Simi-
larly a professional organisation whose em-
ployees have developed the art of skilled
listening are more productive as compared
to others.

2). EFFECTIVE LISTENING BEHAV-
IOURS : The foilowing need to be developed
for effective listening.

i). Defer Judgement : Whatever is
being heard, the judgement should be de-
ferred. The listeners immediately conceive
an idea after listening the first few words and
immediately tunes out. The good profes-
sional hears the client out before evaluating
what is being heard.

il). Emotional Reaction : It should be
avoided as it could led to a point of disagree-
ment. The good professional look for com-
mon ground and try to increase it while a
poor one look for difference, get involved
emotionally, and close their minds.

iii). Control of outward behaviours
as a listener : The professionals are watch-
ing and listening during interaction process.
His eye contact, his murmuring, his open
posture and his encouraging facial expres-
sions help him to continue confidently and
enhance his trust in the client.

iv) Shift the main idea from details :
The listener should try to remember the main
and finer points. The mind distracted by the
interesting small stuffs that misses what is
critical.

3). LANGUAGE : It should be laymen
so that the customer is immediately taken
into confidence. Proper usage of words are

i of utmost importance in building up the con-

5.

fidence on the professional. For example if
you want to inspire a student to study effec-
tively, you can say ‘you will follow this ap-
proach’ rather than saying’ you should follow
this approach’ as the former sentence builds
the confidence and latter forces compulsion.
Usage of polite, pleasing and exclamatory
words like * Fine’, ‘Thank you’, * Will You
Please’, ‘Extremely Sorry’, ‘Please’, ‘Neat’
etc., add the beauty to the language.

Ii. HON VERBAL COMMUNICATION :

“What you say is not always important ;
but how you say it always” - Maxim Gorky

Researches show that between 70 and
80 per cent of a sender's meaning is transmit-
ted nonverbally. For instance, the interviewer
decide only a minute or two in an interview
whether a candidate would be useful to the
organization and then spend the remaining
time selectively perceiving evidence that con-
firms their quick judgement.

1) NON VERBAL GROUPS : It include
use of eye muscles, hands, surrounding space
and so forth. Non verbals sound more credible.
When verbal and non-verbal behaviours com-
plement each other, itis fine. On the contrary,
when they conflict, receiver perceive the non-
verbal behaviour as more revealing.

2) SAME NON VERBAL SIGNAL SEND
DIFFERENT MESSAGES : In an ideal situa-
tion, a slight smile of the superior is considered
to be an ‘appreciation’, while in a slightly sur-
charged atmosphere, the same smile can be
perceived as a ‘satirist smile’. Interpretation
can also depend uponthe situation. The idential
behaviour, a chuckle can be considered to be
light during a business lunch, but highly awk-
ward in a ‘budget meeting’.

3)SAME NONVERBAL MESSAGE CAN
BE SENT IN DIFFERENT WAYS : A person
can communicate anger in a raised voice with
contracted facial muscles. Another person can
communicate the same anger by an impassive
face, a long silence and short non-committal
words. It is for a person to choose the way.

4) CATEGORIES OF NONVERBALS :

i). Facial Expression : Smile which is
the gift of the nature obviously connote friend-
ship. The eyes convey the maximurn variety of
expressions. People look at eyes when they try
hard to understand what the other person
means.

ii). Posture : A professional should
appear evenly balainced and stable. An erect
position while seated conveys a lot of
positiveness.

iif). Gesture and Movement: Gestures
can carry meanings oftheir own and can modify
or reinforce the meanings of the worded mes-
sages. Body position, degree of tension, de-
gree of control of movement, speed and force of
position change - all these communicate
meaning to the observer.

iv). Space :Eachcountry generates rules
about interpersonal space. Indians like affinity
i.e., they want less space whereas Americans
like proximity i.e, they feel comfortable talking
from a distance.

v). Dress Sense : What people wear
communicates a great deal about them and
influences the way other, both outside and
inside the organisation. While most of the pro-
fessionals prefer to wear formal outfit, the navy
biue or grey suit is a virtual uniform for the
senior professionals and working in high cad-
res.

vi). Voice : “It is important what you
say as to how you say it”. Any one can
improve voice characteristics with practice. They
also differ in degree to which individuals are
able to vary and control {a) range. (b) pitch. (c)
speed and (d) volume to an extent. In this we
have two types of speakers.

a) Fast Talkers and
b) Deliberate Talkers.

Hence one must remember every time, one
speaks, care should be taken to go slow on
the speech, without losing the fluency or
interest of the clients or customers.

5. TOCONVEY ANEGATIVE INFOR-
MATION : The words a person chooses
affects his reader or listerner will feel about
his information. It is very important to use
passive voice to describe problem areas
rather than active voice, which emphasise
more direct meaning. A simple way of con-
veying a negative information is to avoid
negative words. like regret, reject, fault, un-
fortunately, mistake, error, problem and so
on. Ancther trick is to say ‘AND’ after ‘ YES’,
instead of ‘BUT. The moment one says
‘BUT’ it is contradicting the statement of the
other, while saying ‘AND’, the individual gets
his point across a negotiating table.

Nowadays ‘ customer care’ became
elementary and ‘income generation’ became
secondary in order to increase business or
profession and grow in the society. Quotes
have played quite prominent roles in the life
of individuals and now-a-days most of the
organizations displays in their officers.

All these
exercise is nothing else, other than business
communication. It is therefore apt to include
such quotes which have considerable im-
pacton the professional development.
